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ROOF BOX FOR VEHICLE WITHOUT ROOF CUT-OUT

In most cases, installation of the RS on a vehicle requires
to cut-out the roof so that the RS low-voltage part can be
protected under the vehicle roof, while the high-voltage
is above the roof.

To avoid such roof cut-out, the RS switch can be delivered
together with a roof box to protect the low-voltage part

when installed above the roof. RS roof box structure
is validated according to EN 12663 and features a
protection index IP65. The complete set RS and roof box
is validated for vibrations and shocks according to EN/
IEC61373.
